The profile of the Senior Section within the County continues to be raised in different ways.
The major development was the release of the new Senior Section Resource in Autumn 2007. The resource is a interactive CD with all the information required by senior Section members and their unit guiders. It outlines all the activities and qualifications available to this wide reaching age group. I attended a Regional rollout and then cascaded this to County through  two training evenings. Both were well attended by members from Commissioners to the newest Young Leaders and Rangers. Feedback indicates that the girls are finding the CD interesting and user friendly.
The Big Sister event held in November was attended by some members. The girls enjoyed the day but the problem we have with age management was apparent as they attended sessions on subjects, which due to age, they are not yet able to access. (DofE gold/Queens Guide, and Driving)

I have continued to promote the choices available in the Senior Section at Baden Powell weekends this year, and am pleasantly surprised that some girls are already aware of the progression to Senior Section.

There was no Senior Section session at County Guiders Day as the trainings had been held and the opportunity was available for Senior Section members to attend trainings specific to the section they are working in. 

Senior Section members have taken part in Outdoor trainings throughout the spring and will be attending the Guystonbury  weekend at the end of August and are looking forward to the challenge of the Centenary Celebrations.

As always there are girls working towards their Queen’s Guide, Duke of Edinburgh and Leadership Qualifications and a number of Senior Section members have gained their Leadership Qualifications. There also seems to be an increase in overseas activities with a number of units going overseas this summer.
Again my thanks go to all the Guiders who help with Young Leaders and Rangers and to all the girls who give freely of their precious time to be involved at whatever level.
