They were exceptional in their efforts and commitment, politeness and willingness to help and also to enjoy their week. I would like to thank every girl in the crew and all the leaders (not forgetting Andi and Amber) and hope they don’t lose their commitment to Guiding.

A date for Autumn is the Regional day training of “Big sister house” at a secret venue on Merseyside. On Sunday 25th November. If enough interest is shown it is hoped we can provide transport.

As always there are girls working towards their Queen’s Guide, Duke of Edinburgh and Leadership Qualifications and a number of Senior Section members have gained their Leadership Qualifications.
The revision of the Senior Section programme is completed and is to be “rolled out” to the Region on Sep. 29th. I will be attending that session and then 2 trainings have been arranged to cascade this to the county. We hope these improvements in the programme will encourage even more participation within the County and I look forward to the challenge of the coming year.
