The Duke of Edinburgh Award has again been popular with the senior section girls.  There are many groups working on the award as well as individual young leaders and young guiders.   This year the Duke of Edinburgh Award has suffered from the introduction of the new regulations requiring both supervisors and assessors to hold walking safely certificates.  This has reduced the number of expeditions which have taken place and consequently the number of girls completing the expedition section of the award.  I hope this will just be a temporary slip and we are trying to encourage leaders to take the opportunity to gain these qualifications and take their girls on walks around the countryside and enjoy the outdoors.

Despite the drop in the number of expeditions taking place there are still plenty girls interested in gaining the Duke of Edinburgh Award.  We have had 20 girls sign up for bronze, 4 for silver and 5 for gold.  This year we have had 9 complete the bronze award and 5 complete the silver award.  We have had our 1st Gold award completed for some years by Emily from the 1st Broughton Rangers.  Emily has worked very hard to complete the gold award and will be going to Buckingham palace to have her award officially presented.

In 2008 we are hoping to have even more girls completing their Gold award.  The Ashton District Rangers are planning a trip to Tuscany, Italy for their Gold award expedition.
